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Awareness of Counseling Behaviors of Child and Adolescent Psychiatric
Nurses in Coping with Ethical Issues in Practice

Child and adolescent psychiatric nurses face varies ethical issues with in clinical practice. Because,
children admitted to a child and adolescent psychiatry unit, obtaining informed consent to treatment
is often difficult. It is reported that nurses tend to consult with others when they face ethical issues
in practice; However, there is little evidence available in relation to effect of counseling. Therefore,
the purpose of this study was to investigate the relationship between coping and awareness of
counseling behaviors of child and adolescent psychiatric nurses when they face ethical issues in
practice. A self-administered questionnaire was used, the coping with ethical issue questionnaire
and the revised version of the Counseling Behavior Profit / Cost Scale, to survey 102 child and
adolescent psychiatric nurses of 18 facilities in Japan. The nurses who works at the ward where
accepts compulsory hospitalization admits patients who require a crisis bed, there was a tendency
for the high score; with Advocacy for child centered decision marking (p <0.01), Accountability and
Responsibility as a nurse (p <0.01), Collaboration with other healthcare professional’s disciplines (p
<0.01), Building therapeutic relationships through Caring (p <0.01). For those who had received an
ethics training demonstrated high score in education of guaranteed (p =0.03), participation in ethics
seminars (p =0.02), and children's care planning of conference at nurses in the ward (p =0.04).
Furthermore, a positive correlation was confirmed between the positive image of counseling behavior
and the coping with ethical issues. Having a positive image of counseling behavior promotes
discussions on ethical nursing practice. For this reason, is needed adjusting the environment in the

ward, and enhancing educational support for nurses in the facilities.
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
